The Planning and Development Services Department is bringing forward the Small Scale Future Land Use
Map Amendments to the City Commission on August 15 for the Fernwood Street and Dupont Lakes Park
locations. The Planning and Zoning Board heard the items at the July 20™ meeting and supports the effort at
Fernwood Street, but not the land use amendment and associated rezoning for Dupont Lakes Park. Staff will
prepare a detailed presentation to address their concerns,

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The Section is also focused on completion of the Floodplain Ordinance, the Reapportionment Plan coming to
the City Commission at a Workshop on August 8", and the reorganization of the Land Development Code.

Housing & Community Development;

The Community Development Section is relieved to have sold 15 homes within the NSP 1 program to-date,
This represents significant interest from potential home buyers and we have 11 homes within the pipeline for
closing. There are another 4 homes being considered for contract offer, with one being a Habitat for
Humanity home. With the sale of 26 homes, the City will have 50% of the program completed and will work
to sell the remaining 27 units. Staff is focused on revisiting the remaining homes for sale to identify areas of
improvement that increase the potential to sell the home quicker and to reduce the number of days on the
market.

Staff is now in the planning stages of the NSP 3 program and will be in full operation with that effort
following a Management Plan revision to be brought to the City Commission and HUD acceptance of the
revisions, Finally, we have received applications for the SHIP program and have assigned monies to each
applicant. Staff will work to complete the necessary documentation for qualification of each applicant and
get work forces assigned to each project.
