The other nine signs will be located on different roadways across
Deltona. Four signs are designated for high-ridership bus stops in
the City, and the remaining five signs will be placed along those
thorough-fares with a history of excessive roadside litter. The
goal of this campaign is to increase resident awareness of the
negative impacts of careless disposal of trash. Litter and trash
depress property values and raise the cost of maintaining clean
and safe streets. Future phases of the campaign plan for
additional signage throughout the City.
